A. 50 years old or older; and meets at least one of the following criteria:

B. That are associated with events that have made a significant contribution to the broad patterns of our national, state or local history; or 

C. That are associated with the lives of persons significant in our past; or

E.That have yielded, or may be likely to yield, information in prehistory or history; or

F. Is on or eligible for listing on the National Register of Historic Places.
